Completed applications must be submitted by May 1st by email to qacartsdevelopment@gmail.com Your application form and 1-page addendum must be submitted as email attachments, in Word or PDF format, with the name of the responsible official typed on the bottom of the front page of the form.  We do not need a signed hard-copy version of the application.
Grant Criteria
Arts Council decisions on applications are guided by:

1.  The artistic merit of the proposed activities.  



2.  Organizational effectiveness--the ability of the applying organization to carry out the proposed activity.

3.  Service to the community--how well the proposed activity or program will serve residents and guests of Queen Anne’s County.
Requirements for Organizations Receiving Funds

1.  To receive funds, an organization must either be designated as a Maryland non-profit corporation with IRS tax-exempt status, or be a government-related entity such as a school or a parks and recreation department.

2.  The proposed arts activity must primarily benefit Queen Anne’s County residents and guests.
3.  Grants by the Arts Council must be matched on a one-for-one basis in cash.  

4.  Funds must be used as indicated in application.  Changes must be approved.
5.  Grant recipients must include "sponsored in part by the Queen Anne’s County Centre for the Arts” with funds from the Maryland State Arts Council" in all publicity materials and programs. Where possible, also use logos.
6.  No final report is required.
